Below is one article of several that appeared a year ago debating the merits or not of what we
traditionally call homework - makes interesting reading. Nathan Beaumont of The Dominion Post had
this to say on 16 February 2010.

Hundreds of primary schools could soon follow the lead of their Wellington counterparts and make
radical changes to traditional homework methods. Karori Normal School has told parents that pupils
should read comics and the backs of cereal packets to improve reading skills. They also suggest
pupils improve their spelling by doing crosswords and playing board games. The school argues that
homework has no positive impact.

The move has been backed by education expert John Hattie,
who says he has found "zero evidence" that homework helps
